So what can we do about it? What must we do? 

We can provide our youth HOPE.  Hope for a successful future!   Trinity’s Life Skills Enrichment Program youth are finding just that….HELP for their present and HOPE and SUCCESS for their future! While youth are finding hope and help, let’s not forget about the parents who participate in the parent coaching workshops.  We have found too many parents afraid of their youth. Many parents feel striped of their parental authority, and don’t know what to do.  The lack of knoweldge and fear has paralyzed their authority position, allowing their youth to make decisions for themselves when they are not fully equipped to make those decisions and therefore end up as statistics through unwanted pregnancy and juvenille delinquency.  What has happened to the American Family?  Families need help to navigate the crisis.  Let Trinity’s Life Skills Programs and Parent Coaching Workshops help you relay a solid foundation in which you and your family can rebuild relationships and a successful future.
