Trinity’s Learning Resource Center

1. What kind of Program is Trinity? 
Trinity’s Learning Resource Center, Inc. is a 501(c) (3) Non-Profit Public Benefit Charitable Organization which provides Youth and Family Mentoring in the areas of life skills enrichment for youth 8+ years and their families.  This program provides training and education in the areas of Basic Life Skills, Life Planning & Preparation, and Financial Literacy for both youth and adults.  We also provide Parent Enrichment Classes for parents of program participants.   Trinity’s mission is to “Provide Direction for the Next Generation, Affecting Generations to Come, and Equipping Them for Successful Living.”  Trinity’s Learning Resource Center was co-founded by Carlton & Kerry Dasher of Trinity Debt Mangement Services in Montclair, California in 1999.  The Founders have provided its life skills enrichment program services since 2000.  Trinity has been honored to receive recognition by the State of California’s Legislative Assembly and special recommended as an after school program. 2. What will children/youth learn or receive as a result of completing our program services?

Your children and youth will

3. Is this program for “high-risk” youth only?  
No.  Trinity’s Life Skills Enrichment programs are for all youth and young adults who have the mental and learning capacity of their own age group and who do not require any special education assistance.  It is vital that every child learns life skills for successful living.  This program will increase your child /youth’s confidence to succeed and excel in school, in their family relationships and among their peers, and will prepare them to become a citizen of character and integrity.
4. Do you offer adult life skills programs?  
We offer life skills education & parent coaching to parents of youth who are enrolled in the program.

5. How much does it cost?


There is a one-time registration fee of $55 or $90 at time of enrollment for each student (Children/Youth). $90 Registration includes SWAT Boots, which are required, but parents/guardian can purchase on their own (if you wish).  There is no cost to parents for the Parent Enrichment Education Workshops. The registration fee covers the cost of Student’s Program Uniform (which all youth are required to wear to class each session) and initial binder & inserts.  To run the program it costs $450/per youth/adult.  Yet, we do not charge this fee to you.  We require only that you and your family through our scheduled fundraising events to raise $295/or through sponsorships obtain a minimum total of that amount.  Participating in the fundraisers enables us to provide the program services at no additional financial cost to you.  However, the cost is your participation in all fundraisers, including sponsorship solicitations. Youth will receive contribution requests through which they can request friends and family members to donate $10-$20 dollars.  Friends and family members who own their own businesses can sponsor your child/youth for any of that amount and receive a tax deduction as a charitable contribution. All donations and sponsorships are tax deductible.  Sponsors are recognized at our Annual Graduation & Benefit & Awards Banquet.  Funds raised pay for the expenses of printing materials, supplies, student incentives, formal graduation & awards, and anything that is needed that is not provided by donation.  

6. Is my child required to participate in fundraisings?

Yes.

7. What kind of fundraisers will there be?


Pizza/Cookie Dough Sales, Car Wash, Family Fun Night Dinner/Silent Auction & Bake Sale, etc. We are open to other ideas that would both benefit the youth and our communities.
8. When and where are the classes held?

After-School Clubs are located on registered school campus, held immediately after school.  Evening sessions are held Tuesday evenings on the Campus of Skyway Church of the West Valley (our Host and Community/Facilities Partner in Goodyear, AZ).   Youth and Parent Enrichment Education & Workshops are from 6:00p.m.-7:30p.m.  
9. How long is the program?

Each Adult and Youth session is for 16 weeks, and Parent Coaching Workshops are for 16 weeks.  
10. Is there childcare available?

Yes.  Childcare is available for evening sessions at Skyway Church location; for parents who are either enrolled and attend the Adult Life Skills Enrichment Education or Parent Coaching & Enrichment Education or who volunteer.  
11. Do I have to attend the parents’ workshop in order for my child/youth to be accepted in the program?


No.  Nevertheless, we advise that you do.  

Reason:  It is important that you support your youth with and in all they are learning and involved.  The benefits of enrolling in the Parent Enrichment Education Classes are as follows:  Your children/youth will SEE that you CARE enough about THEM and YOUR FAMILY'S FUTURE to get involved.  Your PARTICIATION will equip you and position you to have a VOICE that POSITIVELY influences your children's lives because you are also learning what it takes to ensure success.  Your children know whether or not you are willingly involved or just sending them off to a program “to get fixed.”  There is no financial cost to you to participate in these classes.  Parents will be provided education, tools, and strategies to help their children & youth to guarantee their success in life.  Parents & Care-givers are vital to their children's overall success and for this reason; we are committed in providing this program service.  You and your youth will begin to grow together & bear the kind of fruit that will remain with you for life that leads to success and happiness for your whole family. Additional benefits:   Many businesses have collaborated with us in sponsoring items to be given away as door prizes for program participants (gift cards, etc.).  Participating Parents & Care-Givers will be recognized at our Annual Graduation/Benefit & Awards Banquet as ones who are “Doing the Right Thing” for their children.
12. How much involvement is necessary for the parents/care-givers to participate in the program?


We recommend that Parents & Care-Givers participate in the Parent Enrichment Workshops, as well as volunteer, as you are able.  
13. Are there any attendance requirements?


Yes.  Attendance and participation is vital to your youth’s success.

14. I see the name “Trinity.” Do I have to be a Christian or a religious person to participate in the program?
No.  This is a non-discriminatory community outreach program. All community youth and families are welcome.

15. I am having challenges with my kids. Can your program change my kid’s behavior and attitude?

Our program is designed to help all youth and families, develop positive life skills that ensure their success and happiness, which includes their attitudes. Yet, in order to guarantee your child’s success, you and your child/youth must collaborate in the process by making sure that you and your child attends each class session, on time, and is a participant in the learning process.  Your child may not want to initally come to the class, but that is common.  We have many testimonies of youth who did not want to come, but found in the process that they needed it and enjoyed it, and are thankful today for it. Some take a little longer, but as long as you are committed to bring them, we trust, they too will experience the necessary changes that will guarantee their success with you at home, in school, and in the community.

16. Can I sit in my child’s class to observe?

Yes.  We invite parents to sit in at least 1-2 classes, so that you can witness the program curriculum/activities and understand what your child/youth is actually receiving through the process of the program.  We do not suggest more than that.  Your child’s openness and participation is greatly diminished if they feel parents are sitting in to watch them.
17. Does Trinity provide transportation?

Yes.  For the Skyway location only for evening sessions.  If you need transportation for you and your child, please let us know when you enroll your child/youth.

18. Are Trinity’s Instructors and Volunteers fingerprinted according to Federal Law?  Yes.  All instructors and volunteers are fingerprinted and a background check is completed before they actually participate in the classroom sessions or any activity relating to your children.
